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This article examines the significance of social intelligence management in the context of labor resource
adaptability to new challenges and contemporary realities. Adaptation to environmental conditions is a critical
advantage, particularly relevant for internally displaced persons (IDP). These individuals, forced to leave their
homes, encounter numerous difficulties, especially during the employment process, which tests their communication
skills and socialization. A study conducted among 138 IDP residing at the Poltava State Agrarian University revealed
that a higher level of social intelligence and its components positively correlates with adaptability (p < 0.001**%).
This indicates that individuals with well-developed social competencies possess a better ability to adjust to new
circumstances. The research also highlighted important gender differences in the impact of social intelligence on
adaptability. For women, the development of social skills plays a significant role in adaptation, whereas for men,
the ability to process social information is more influential. These findings hold substantial implications for labor
resource management, as it is essential to consider the specific needs and capabilities of different population groups in
the face of contemporary challenges. The importance of social intelligence as a key factor in successfully adapting to
new social realities has been clearly demonstrated. This understanding can aid in optimizing employment processes
and facilitating social integration. By recognizing the diverse aspects of social intelligence, organizations can
tailor their approaches to better support individuals in navigating the complexities of the job market. Furthermore,
fostering social intelligence within labor resources can enhance overall workplace dynamics, leading to improved
collaboration and productivity. Ultimately, addressing these factors is vital for creating a more inclusive and

adaptable workforce that can thrive in an ever-changing environment.
